Sexual Violence Definition 

- Refers to unwanted or coercive sexual behavior from sex-

ual bullying to rape. The terms rape, sexual assault, and 

sexual abuse are often used interchangeably and refer to 

coercive forced sexual contact.  

• 1 in 3 women in the US experience some form of con-

tact sexual violence in their lifetime.  

• 1 in 6 men in the US experience sexual violence in their 

lifetime.  

Sexual Violence Facts 

• 23 million women in the US have been victims of completed or attempted 

rape at some point in their lifetime. 

• 31% of teen girls have been victims of sexual assault of violence. 

• 77% of rape victims were known to their attackers. 

• The lifetime cost per victim of sexual assault is $122,461.  



 

 

- Is a sex crime committed by someone who knows the victim. The offender could be a friend, classmate, relative, co-

worker. Acquaintance rape includes forced, manipulated or coerced sexual contact.   

Facts Continued 

• 1 in 4 female students at college have been victims of rape or attempted 

rape. 

• 11% of high school girls report being victims of forced sexual intercourse.  

• 77% of rape victims were known to their attackers. 

• 90% of acquaintance rapes involve alcohol consumption by the offender, 

victim, or both.  

Acquaintance Rape  Definition 

Intimate Partner Violence 

1 in 4 women and 1 in 9 men = were 

victims of contact sexual violence, 

physical violence, and/or stalking by 

an intimate partner with a negative 

impact such as injury, fear, concern 

for safety, needing services.  

Sexual Violence affects women and men 

About 1 in 4 women and nearly 1 in 6 men 

Were victims of contact sexual violence at some point in 

their lives.  

· Nearly 23 million women and 1.7 million men have been 

the victims of rape or attempted rape at some point in their 

lives.  

Violence starts early and intimate partner violence can  

  be severe.  

Before the age of 18:  

• 8.5 million women first experienced rape 

• 1.5 million men were first made to penetrate 

• 3.5 million women & 1 million men first experi-

enced being stalked.  

*  Nearly  1 in 4 women  and 1 in 7 men have experi-

enced severe physical violence by an intimate part-

ner during their lifetime.
